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Follow this quick and easy setup guide to prepare your ETS Tester for use:

	1) Unpack and assemble the computer according to directions included with the computer.  Inspect everything as you unpack to insure that nothing has been damaged.   Assemble as you would any standard computer system.
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2) If the cart is already assembled, skip to step 3.  If not, unpack and assemble the ETS cart (if purchased) according to the directions included with the cart.    You may need to reposition the RFP-1 stability panel.  Mount it at the third hole from the bottom (see below).
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	3) Unpack the ETS tester.  It is advisable to have assistance when handling this system.  Removal of the system is easiest by opening the BOTTOM of the box, turning the box over, and then lifting the box off of the system.  Save all packing.   Inspect for shipping damage. Whenever the tester is unpacked after moving/shipping it is imperative that all boards are inspected for proper seating.
4) Position the cart with the square frame locked in the horizontal position so that the system can be lowered into the cart from above as shown.  Be sure to lock the cart wheels BEFORE handling the ETS mainframe.  Please remember that the system handles are for positioning rather than lifting.  To lift the system, hold it by the mainframe as you lower it into the cart.

5) Place the mainframe near the center of the square cart frame so that the rackmount holes line up with at least four threaded holes in the cart rack.  Install four mounting screws and washers in these holes and tighten.

6) Mount any metal tray(s) and/or dress plates (not included) in the spaces above and below the ETS mainframe with mounting screws.

7) Position the ETS test system in an area with two feet of airspace around the mainframe to insure proper ventilation.  If you place the ETS in a corner, against a wall, or in a cabinet, additional powered ventilation should be provided to insure compliance with specifications and to prevent overheating.  All six sides of the mainframe provide some ventilation; be sure none are blocked.  Take particular care not to place manuals or similar items on top of the system that would block ventilation when mainframe power is on.

8) The ETS power supply automatically senses the type of power to which it is connected.   If the system contains more than 256 pins you should use 220Volt power.  Connect the equipment to the appropriate outlet:



115V 20A AC  or  220V 20A AC (single phase)

9) Connect the interface cable from the CRC board of the ETS mainframe to a USB port on the back of the computer.   Plug the HILEVEL TestBox into the PMP card at the rear of the ETS chassis.

You’ve completed system assembly and are ready go to the QuickStart guide.
